Life Together - August 8, 2010 

Exodus 20:8-11 :   8 "Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy. 9 

Six days you shall labor and do all your work, 10 but the seventh day is 
a Sabbath to the LORD your God. On it you shall not do any work, 
neither you, nor your son or daughter, nor your manservant or 
maidservant, nor your animals, nor the alien within your gates. 11 For 
in six days the LORD made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and all 
that is in them, but he rested on the seventh day. Therefore the LORD 
blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy. 

...instituted at creation when God rested from His work (Genesis 2:1-3) and 

later set in the heart of the 10 Commandments as #4, Remember the 

Sabbath (Exodus 20:8-11) and called by the Lord "My holy day" (Isaiah 58:13) 

and later claimed by Jesus in the New Testament as the day He is Lord of 

(Matthew 12:8, Mark 2:28, Luke 6:5), making the Sabbath "The Lord's Day" 

(Revelation 1:10, Isaiah 58:13). 

 Jesus claimed the Sabbath was presented to man as a gift (Mark 2:27) and 

later confirmed as a special day that remains for the believer in God 

(Hebrews 4:9) written in the heart of his people (Hebrews 8:8-10), His laws 

written in our mind and heart, a day that will remain until the "last days of 

Earth" (Matthew 24:3,20) and continue to even be kept in heaven! (Isaiah 

66:22-23) and all God's people are promised heavenly blessings if they keep
