 "Honor your father and your mother,                                                                                                                           
so that you may live long in the land the LORD your God is giving you. 

Food for Thought………………..What does "Honor" mean?   Respect and 
esteem shown to another. It implies of accompanying praise. A profound 
respect mingled with love and devotion. Implies a yielding or submitting to 
another's judgment or preference out of respect or reverence. 

 
God exhorts us to honor father and mother. He values honoring parents 
enough to include it in the Ten Commandments (Exodus 20:12) and again in 
ǘƘŜ bŜǿ ¢ŜǎǘŀƳŜƴǘΥ ά/ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΣ ƻōŜȅ ȅƻǳǊ ǇŀǊŜƴǘǎ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ [ƻǊŘΣ ŦƻǊ ǘƘƛǎ ƛǎ 
right. Honor your father and mother which is the first commandment with 
a promise, so that it may be well with you, and that you may live long on 
ǘƘŜ ŜŀǊǘƘέ όEphesians 6:1-3). Honoring parents is the only command in 
Scripture that promises long life as a reward. Those who honor their 
parents are blessed (Jeremiah 35:18-19). In contrast, those with a
