God asks us to demonstrate love and not hate towards others by not 
murdering. Taking another person's life is not our right to decide. That 
judgment is reserved for God alone. God does not allow us to choose to 
willfully or deliberately take another person's life.  The Sixth Commandment 
reminds us that God is the giver of life and He alone has the authority to take 
it.  God  wants us to go far beyond avoiding murder.  
 
He requires that we not maliciously harm another human being in word or 
deed. This is why John wrote, άWhosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: 
and you know that no murderer has eternal life abiding in himέ 1 John 3:15. 

Matthew 5:21-22  -

"You have heard that it was said to the people long 
ago, 'Do not murder,

[a]
 and anyone who murders will be subject to 

judgment.' 
22

But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother
[b]

will 
be subject to judgment. Again, anyone who says to his brother, 'Raca,

[c]
' is 

answerable to the Sanhedrin. But anyone who says, 'You fool!' will be in 
danger of the fire of hell.  

Justice versus Mercy - God wants us to be merciful. He is especially merciful 
to anyone who repents. άSay unto them, As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I 
have no pleasure in the death of the wicked; but that the wicked turn from 
his way and live.” Ezekiel 33:11. That is how God thinks. That is the way He 
wants us to think. Eventually we must all give account of ourselves before 
God. James warns us, άSo speak you, and so do, as they that shall be judged 
by the law of liberty.  For judgment is without mercy to the one who has 
shown no mercy. Mercy triumphs over judgment.έ James 2:12-13.                         
God will eventually administer justice to all who refuse to repent.
